Ranger’s Apprentice by Flanagan – fantasy - 15 year old becomes apprenticed to mysterious Ranger
Dragon’s Keep, by Janet Lee Carey (local author) 14 year old royal daughter Rosalind has special connection to dragon
Green dog, by Staples  – good read aloud to grades 2-5

Disreputable History of Frankie Landau-Banks, by Lockhart – 16 year old girl is barred from her boy friend’s secret all boy society, and uses her cleverness to find way in
Silk Umbrellas, by Marsden – story in Thailand where hard times force children to go to work some in factory, but she paints silk umbrellas
Guernsey Literary and Potato Peel Pie Society by Mary Ann Shaffer – tragic stories in Guersney, World War II, Nazi occupation
Proust and the Squid, by Mary AnnWolfe – what happens in the brain when reading, brain not designed for reading.
Language police: how pressure groups restrict what students learn, by Diane Ravitch – what is acceptable to teach, what words should be included, ie yachts
Postcard,by Tony Abbott -  great mystery story unravels as boy tries to find out about his grandfather from a long time Florida land owning family

Dewey, the library cat, by Spencer – good read aloud to 3rd grade daughter

Underneath, by Appelt – (Newbery honor this year) spooky, mystical, animal bloodhound but too dark for younger kids

George Washington, Spy Master great boy book – also Bushnells’s submarine
Once I ate a pie by Patricia MacLachlan, – 13 dogs tell all
One hen: how one small loan made a big difference  by Katie Smith Milway – based on true story in Ghana how a start with buying one hen can result in chicken farming

Mary Comstock came, who volunteers with Mary Carson and is a student at UW and mentioned the possible use of students from the UW to help out in our libraries

Sr. Georgia from Bellarmine Prep talked about issues involving technology and health, such as potential dangers of laptops being held on laps, just like cell phones in pockets.  She does a Wednesday email out to teachers on such topics

Destiny update
We moved into the computer lab and several of us showed our website catalogs. 
 All are listed on the CSLA website  -- http://library.stjosephsea.org/csla.htm

Barb Cutler at St. Joseph showed new book list additions (ie., Beatitudes and also American Biographies) to the Visual Search part of the catalog

Mary Carson from St. Louise showed several of her book lists under the Resource lists.  With a little help from her wonderful tech support, she now can send out all her overdues by email to the parents..
Sue Harris from Holy Rosary loves to tell her teachers about the ability to look for books and websites based on standards.

Sr. Ann showed several high school sites with their various homepage information listed.

Later Mary Carson showed her school’s website ability to do online lessons (she did a 2nd grade bookmark and jr. high non fiction book evaluation) and Kay Crane mentioned her school does the same with a software called Moodle.

Destiny can be slow because of the internet connection, and the effort to get collections ready and time taken and planning needed for the necessary inservices was a lot, and their were difficulties with the FTP transfers and passwords, but overall the response has been positive.  It is a wonderful way to get an instant homepage for information/lists/books to pass along and communicated with parents and students at home.

Liz brought us all back to reality with the amount of time all this takes, time that is not there, and the need for help for all the work that needs to be done, help that is not there, with us all being overloaded with books that need to be cataloged and the need for our own technical knowledge but also lack of technical help at school.
Mary Comstock from the UW as well as other librarians gave offers of help.

Sandy Smith then talked about phase 2 to add more schools to the consortium.  She was going to contact Stan Winters to find out about costs, initial costs and ongoing costs, and the number of schools needed.  Barb Cutler has a copy of the original contract for the first 10 schools, which reads that the full payment will be “$4250 based on 10 schools at a price of $300 per building prorated for 9 months, plust $200 per building initial set up fee for 10 new buildings.”  Costs that were mentioned before were an annual support (starting year 2), would be $750, plus $300 for PSESD server hosting, plus $200 per module (ie. Title Peek, Web express)
An update from Sandy from Stan Winters
Dear Sister Ann Cornelia and Sister Georgia,

I just received word from Stan Winters at Follett that now that we are launched with Follett, the year 2 group does not have to have ten schools as a minimum start.  Follett believes we now have local connections for mentorship and support so we can move ahead.  As long as the CSD is involved to help broker a consortium, I know we will work for a common window of time for implementation, training, and billing cycle.  On Monday, I will send my letter to principals about the year 2 Destiny opportunity with a date of Feb. 20th for communication with me.  I think there are 5-6 schools interested so far so I anticipate it will be much smoother.
