DESTINY and 

Sandra Barton Smith is our new Assistant Superintendant of Schools and came to the meeting to meet us all and talk about the move of some of the schools to Destiny, the upgrade software of Follett.  There are 11 schools at this point who are interested in making the move this first year (by March 31, 2009) for a group rate of $3800 per school plus an initial $200 for PSESD set up – lower than an individual or later subscription price (though we don’t know exactly what, but maybe $4500 according to Kristine Klein, Stan Winters inside sales rep – we are checking) There are some “shipping and taxes” fees that we are not yet sure about either. Annual support (starting year 2), would be $750, plus $300 for PSESD server hosting.

CURRICULUM

As more schools are moving towards standards based instruction, we started reworking our standards so that we can align the ALA/AASL standards with our curriculums.  We took four Essential Learnings/Skills based on Mary Carson’s at St. Louise, and are expanded and regrouped from our own set on page 19 of our Guidelines: as well as the ALA standards, as well as the Curriculum skills charts on pages 11-17 (also on CSLA webpage)
Students will construct strategies for locating information

Students will locate and access information

Student will evaluate and extract information

Students will responsibly select resources for personal reading and growth
We tried to list those skills needed for each and indicate at what grade level they would be covered.  Eventually we would have a way to not only connect those skills taught with the standards and at what grade level, but help validate our programs.
