	Matching Rules – Strict vs. Loose

	Because title MARC records are shared throughout the district in Destiny, the title records throughout the district will be merged during data import.  The table below outlines the options (loose or strict) for what requirements must be met before records are considered a match and are merged.  This will be discussed in more detail at the planning meeting.

	What is a Match? – Before importing them, Destiny Checks to see if the incoming bibliographic records are duplicates of records already in your database.  Destiny Determines that an incoming record is a duplicate (match) of an existing one if it shares all of the following information with an existing record:

If the incoming record does not have a standard number, Destiny can use just the other four criteria to determine whether an incoming MARC record is a duplicate of a record already in your database.

	Strict Matching Rules - To be considered duplicate records with strict matching rules, both records must:

· Share the same standard number (tags 010, 020, 022 (LCCN, ISBN, or ISSN))

· Have the same title (tags 245, 240, 130, 246, 247 (first 80 characters))

· Have the same material type designation (tag 000 (Leader) position 6 (e.g., book, video, etc.))

 Additionally, if the author, and/or publication date exist in both records, they must:

· Have the same author (tags 100, 110, 111, 700, 710, 711 (first 80 characters))

· Share the same published date (tag 008 position 7-10, 260_c)

 If these data values fail to match, Destiny will treat the records as different publications and will not merge the holdings into one shared MARC record.  Each holding will be reflected as a separate MARC record.  In other words, if the data is in both records, it must match or they will be treated as separate records.

Benefits & Drawbacks – The main benefit of strict matching is to prevent undesired merging and rollup of records that are cataloged with too little information, where it is possible for records for different materials to be mistakenly identified as a match and merged into one record.  The drawback, however, is more manual record cleanup and merging must be performed after the data is loaded into Destiny.

	Loose matching rules - Under loose matching rules, incoming MARC records without standard numbers may match based on the following criteria.  Duplicate records must both:

· Have the same title (tags 245, 240, 130, 246, 247 (first 80 characters))

· Have the same material type designation (tag 000 (Leader) position 6 (e.g., book, video, etc.))

Additionally, if the author and/or publication dates exist in both records, they must:

· Have the same author (tags 100, 110, 111, 700, 710, 711 (first 80 characters))

· Share the same published date (tag 008 position 7-10, or 260_c)

When any of these data values exist and fail to match, Destiny will treat the records as different publications and will create a separate MARC record reflecting those holdings.  When these data values exist and match, the better of the two records is determined and saved into the database as the single Destiny MARC record with all of the holdings reflected accordingly.

Benefits & Drawbacks – The main benefit of loose matching is an increased ability for records without standard numbers to match and roll-up into one record.  This can greatly reduce the amount of manual clean-up and merging to perform after the data is loaded into Destiny.  The drawback can be undesired merging and rollup.  If records are cataloged with too little information, it is possible for records for different materials to be mistakenly identified as a match and merged into one record.
